Originally, the Montevideo Flood Control Project was slated to cost about $10,000,000. New estimates
are for $13,000,000. The city share was originally limited to about $944,000, but due to delays (and the
use of 2000 Census data instead of 1990 Census data) the city cost has gone up to about $1,600,000. At
this time, the Army Corps of Engineers share remains at $7,000,000, and the state or city has to make up
the remainder, which has now grown with the higher estimated costs.

| believe from my conversations with the ACOE that they are willing to help with more funding for this
project, but they are now limited to $7,000,000 unless Congress raises the ACOE limit for this project.

It is my understanding that Congressman Peterson is willing to attempt to add assistance for our project
to the WERDA bill, or as an appropriation, and on behalf of the City of Montevideo we request that this
be done. We would suggest that the limit be raised to $10,000,000 from $7,000,000, or an additional
$3,000,000 be appropriated for the project.
